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Information ‘Alpha’

City Airport publishes the current
airfield information on the ‘Barton
ATIS". As well as being available
within the Control Tower reception, it
can also be accessed online at
www.cityairportltd.com/info

Pilots should make use of the ATIS
information as it gives important
information, not only on Runway
in use, but will also advise on
official Met Office Weather
Warnings, Runway surface
conditions (for those all important
take-off distance calculations), :
and other changes to procedures 1 vy
and nofifications of any airspace .
restrictions in the local area.

Winter Flying

The Winter months and short days are now fruly with
us and this brings a few reminders to those flyers
using the airport.

Remember we pubilish the airfield live status on our
website, which includes any restrictions or special
procedures.

Visiting pilots should telephone on 0161 789 1362 for
a briefing prior to flying in.

When planning your flight, it is always good practice
to consider the possibility that the airfield may close
at short notice, particularly when heavy rainfall is
forecast. If in doubt, check with the FISO or Duty
Manager who will be able to give further advice.

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New Fuel Pumps

City Airport has recently installed two new
Avgas Fuel Pumps, as well as a new Jet Al Fuel
Pump.

The new pumps will provide a much improved
service and reliable faster pumping speeds for
both fuel types and an additional ability for Self
Service fuelling. Fuel account holders will
receive a new set of Fuel Account Cards for use
with the new system over the coming months.

Salford Core Strategy

Salford Council is consulting on its future ‘core-
strategy’, a strategic level document which will
provide the spatial planning vision and strategy
that will shape the future of Salford including
City Airport.

City Airport’s future is outlined within Transport
Policy T8 and in summary states:

‘Develop the role of City Airport in a way that is
consistent with its future designation as a
conservation areq, including;

e The protection of its role for recreation flights
and use by emergency services

e The expansion of business and general
aviation activity; and

e The provision of a hard runway.’
Consultation closes 15" January 2010.

Air Ambulance Operations

City Airport Manchester is pleased to be the
home of the North West Air Ambulance
Charity's second helicopter, serving the
Greater Manchester and Cheshire regions of
the North West, complimenting and
supporting the vital services already provided
in the region by the Charity's helicopter at
Blackpool Airport.

The Air Ambulance provides a 5 day a week
service and is able to respond quickly to
incidents with response times as little as;

Knutsford - 5 mins
Winsford - 7 mins
Burtonwood - 5 mins
Rochdale - 4 mins
Oldham - 6

The Air Ambulance responds to incidents such
as;

All major motorway incidents

All serious incidents

All serious road fraffic accidents
Incidents involving poor and restricted
road access.

e Farming accidents.

e Walking/climbing accidents.

Pilots are asked to give priority to the Air
Ambulance (Callsign Helimed 72A), when safe
to do so.

walk unaccompanied
airside.
