1.1.2 All aircraft ogrations shall be conducted according to the requirements in this
handbook.

1.1.3 The purpose of this handbook is to ensure, as far as practicable, the safe operation of
the Aerodrome and Aircratft in the associated Aerodrome Traffic Zone, by stating
policy and poviding intructions and information.

1.1.4 Nothing in this Handbook must be taken as superceding the Legislation, Rules,
Regulations, Procedures and information contained in the Air Navigation Order, the
Air Navigation (General) Regulations, Rules of the a@irAnTraffic Control
Regulations, the UK Aeronautical Information Publication, NOTAMs, Aeronautical
Information Circulars or the Recommendations, Restmstjd.imitations and
Operating lPocedures published in Aircraft, Engines or Systems Manuals and
Certificates of Airworthiness, or any Civil Air Publication or similar document
published by the Civil Aviation Authority.

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PART 2 - GENERAAIRPORRULES AND PROCEDURES

2.1 City Airport Safety Management Structure

2.1.1 City Airportis operated and managed IGjity AirportLtd, a member oPeel Holdings
(AirportsLimited Division) For CAA Licencing purposes, the airport is licenced as
Manchester Barton (EGCB).

2.1.2 Details of the full Compeyy Safety Management Structure and Responsibilities are
published within the Aerodrome Manual. Details of ATS procedures are contained
within the FIS Local Instructions Manu&eference to these documentsasailable
on request fromthe OperationsManager.

2.1.3 City AirportLtd has a safety committee which is chaired by a member of the airfield
operations team. Representatives from each of the resident operators are invited to
attend.

2.1.4 The committee will convene to discuss aircraft incidents or accidents witloin the
vicinity of the aerodrome and aldor any alleged or reported brehes or
regulations. The committee may also discuss other operational and safety related
matters at the aerodrome.

2.2 Person in Charge of the Aerodrome
2.2.1 Atall times obperations,an Airfield DutyManageris designated.

2.2.2 TheAirfield Duty Managehas overall control of all airside operations which includes
final decisions on availability of the airfield for all aerodrome users Aitiield Duty
Managerhas authority to grant, refse or restrict permission for any movement on
the airfield, with consideration tgafety,weather, aircraft types, noise restrictions,
airfield surface conditions acting on behalf of the company for
administrative/financial reasons

2.2.3 Any irtidents/accidents or other occurances must be reported as soon as possible to
the Airfield Duty Managewho will take any action as required.

2.3 Emergency Situations

2.3.1 On observing an emergency situation, non staff members should not become
involved in the airfield emergencgponse. The airfield has a robust emergency
procedure which is regulated by the CAA and practiced by staff regularly in
conjunction with the external Fire, Police and Ambulance Services.

Opening Hours

Under normal circuntances the airporwill be opendaily with the exception of 2%
26" December and i January.

The airport is available for use by aircraft during the following times (all times local):

Summer Hourg¢From start of BST until end of BST)
From 0815until 2000 or Sunset (whichever sooner)

Winter Hours
From 0900 until sunset

Note: Sunset is 30 minutes before official night. The Airport Closure Time will be
published daily on the Computer ATIS and Airport Website.

Onother days as promulgated by NOTAM, the airfield may becen$ied closed or
restricted in use

Fixed winged aircraft movements may be permitthding daylight hours outside
the normal opening timessubject to prior approval from the Airfield Duanager
The airfield may be unlicenced during this period. Aiddal procedures /
restrictions and additional charges may be applied.

Helicopter movements may be permet between 070003Chrs (localsubject to
prior approval from the Airfield Dutylanager The airfield may be unlicenced during
this period. Additioml procedures / restrictions and additional charges may be
applied.

TheAirfield Duty Managewill make the final decision daily on airfield opening, with
regard to airfield surface conditions.

No pilot shall fly an aircraft (except helicopters), frtm Airport, when it has been
declared closed to fixed wing aircraft by tA@field Duty Managedue to surface
conditions.

If the airfield has been deemed closed by tiefield Duty Managefor any other
reason, such as weather deterioration, no pilot, itthg helicopter pilots shall fly an
aircraft fromthe Airport

Singleenginedfixed wingedaircraft in excess of I®kg, and/or any mukengined
fixed wingedaircraft require specific Prior Permission before each operation. This
may be obtained from thdirfield DutyManager Any decision will be made with
regard to aircraft performance, weather, surface conditions, noise considerations
and safety.

Air Traffic Service

An Aerodrome Flight Information Service is provided by licenced officers (FISOs)
throughout the hours of aerodrome operations.
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2.6.2 The service is regulated by the CAA and provided in accordance with CAA CAP410
and Local Instructions Manuals approved by the CAA.

2.6.4 Further information on specific procedures is available from the Operations Manager
or the Airfield DutyManager

2.6.5 Movement records are maintained which record all flights, including destinations and
take-off/landing times.

2.6.6 All RTF communications on@.250nHzare digitally recorded. Any applications to
review a recording must be made in writing to the Operations Manager.

2.6.7 The UK AIP states that the use of the AFIS frequency should be restricted as far as
practicable to within 10nm of the aerodrome and 3000ftisTis to prevent
interference with other ATC units on the same frequency.

2.7 Rescue and Fire Fighting Requirements

2.7.1 The Airportprovides RFFS Category One during normal operating hours.

2.7.2 Should the RFFS facility become unavailable, the airfield becomes @elicand no
flights requiring the use of a licenced aerodrome will be permitted.

2.7.3 Aircraft already airbornevhich require a licenced aerodrome will be advised by the
Duty FISO. The Pilot in Command will then be responsible for deciding whether to
continue te flight or divert elsewhere.

2.8 Pre Flight Briefing

2.8.1 A Computer ATIS is provided which provides the following information:

a) Runway in use

b) QFE/QNH

c) Unofficial Weather Observation
d) Runway State

2.8.2 When booking out, pilots must obtain the currenformation and designator. On
initial RTF call, the pilot should state the information designator received, QFE or
QNH appropriate to the detail and requdsiy.

2.8.3 Met information (METARS, TAFs, Form 214 / 215) are displayed each morning in the
Control Towe reception Updates on weather information can be obtained on
request.

2.8.4 AIP and AIC information is available in the Control Tower Reception. Information on

the update status of these documents is available from the Operations Manager.

Apron / Manoeuvring Areas

All personnel on the apron or manoeuvring areas of the airfield must wear or be
accompanied by a person wearing a BS EN 471 compliant high visibility
jacket/waistcoat.

The use of mobile phones and other electrical equipment when within the fuelling
area is prohibited.

Aircraft Parking

Aircraft must nottaxyinto a hangar with the engine runninghis cutting of the
engine and rolling into a hangar is also not permitted.

Aircraft must be removed from the fuel pumps immediately after refuelling. Aircraft
must be left with the brakes off/hilst on the fuel pumps.

The grass area alongside the fuel pumps must not be used for prolonged parking
without approval from the Duty FISO.

The Airport operates an Aerodrome Flight Information Service FTB® will issue
advice and instructions to pilots on the groundoB must obtain permission to
moveon the manoeuvring area or apron, with the exception of the apron area in the
vicinity of the refuelling area.

On initial radio call, pilots should state their intentions i.e Destination or general
flight intentions.

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2.14.3 FuUl details of the procedures followed by the Flight Information Service Officers
(FISOs) are published within the FIS local Instructions Manual available from the
Operations Manager.

2.15 Runway in Use

2.15.1 The FISO will select the runway in use with regard to saerf@nditions, operational
requirements, aircraft performance and wind conditions. Normally this will be the
runway most closely aligned with the surface wind.

2.15.2 Pilots may request use of an alternative runway. Subject to availability, this will be
permitted although pilots may expect a delay subject to aircraft using the runway in
use.

2.15.3 Runway 14/32and 02/20may be closed at times for aircraft parking. Information on
its status and availability cdre obtained from the Duty FISO and will also be
published m the Computer ATIS.

2.16  Engine Starting Precautions and Run up Procedures

collision lidnt shall be switched on prior to engine start.

2.16.2 Inthe event of an engine fire during start the relevant checklist must be completed
and if time allows the Duty FISO informed via RTF. The aircraft should be evacuated,
remembering to remove the fire extingher. The decision to use the extinguisher
should be made only after consideration of personal safety.

2.16.3 Under no circumstances will engines be started in the hangar. Care must be taken to
position the aircraft prior to start in order to prevent damage tdet aircraft,
personal injury and property from the effects of propwash

2.16.4 Prior to carrying out Power Checks, the aircraft must be in a suitable position, usually
the runway Holding Point unless otherwise instructed by the FISO. The aircraft
should be parkedhto wind and the area behind the aircraft clear, especially of
lighter microlights. The relevant checklist should then be completed.

2.16.5 Prior to reporting ready for departure, the approach to the runway should be
checked for other traffic in order to preverunnecessary RT.

2.16.6 Engineruns for any test purposes, even for a brief period, should be completed well
away from other aircraft. Pilots should request a suitable area from the FISO when
requestingtaxy permission.

2.16.7 Engine runs of any aicraft on the aerodrarmmust not be completed under any
circumstances without a pilot in command or maintenance engineer at the controls
irrespective of any tie downs or chocks used.
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2.17 Hand Swinging oPropellers

2.17.1 Where it is required to hand swing the propellor of an aircrafis tmust only be
carried outwith either the cockpit occupied by a competent person, or the aircraft
must be tied by the tailwheel/skid to a secure tie down. In either case the aircraft
shouldalso be chocked and should where possible, point in a lineckegt of other
aircraft/obstructions and persons.

2.17.2 A competent person is a person trained to close the throttle and turn off the
magnetoes and fuel should an emergency occur.

2.18 TaxyProcedures

2.18.1 The movement of aircraft, persons or vehicles on the manoeuvrieg and the
movement of aircraft on the apron are at all times subject to permission from the
Duty FISO.

2.18.2 An exemption is in force which allows aircraft to manoeuvre within the apron area
East of the Control Tower without specific permission.

2.18.3 Pilots must egrcise extreme caution when taxying on any part of the airfield.

2.18.4 To avoid damaging the grass, brakes, especially differential brakes, must not be used
unless absolutely necessary.

2.18.5 Attimes when standing water or muddy areas are present on the airfiettspiiust
take advice from the Duty FISO as to the route they should follow.

2.20.1 Climbing turns after take off should not moally be commenced below a height of
500 AGL. The bank angle should be restricted to 15 degrees.

2.20.2 Should pilots wish to make an early turn below 500ft agl on4afkethis may be
permitted for safety reasons only. In this case, the FISO must be inforrmdag
commencement of the takeff roll.
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2.21  Departing the circuit

2.21.1 When departing the circuit, care must be taken not to conflict with the existing
circuit pattern. It is preferable for departures to leave the ATZ by extending either
the climbout, crossvind or downwind leg until outside the ATZ.

2.21.2 Pilots should report on the RTF when leaving the ATZ, stating the direction of

2.21.3 Pilots must advise the FISO when leaving the frequency.

2.22  Circuit Procedures and Look ooear and within circuit
2.22.1 All overhead joins must be completed at 1800ft Barton QFE.

2.22.2 The circuit height for fixed wing aircraft is 1000 feet Barton QFE.
Helicopters shall operate circuits not above 500 feet Barton QFE.

2.22.3 Helicopters must not be flown abovehaight of 500 feet whilst in the Barton ATZ,
unless practising emergency procedures. In this instance the Duty FISO must be
informed of the pilots intentions prior to commencing a manoeuvre.

2.22.4 On occasion, helicopters may transit the ATZ providing the Kl&lly informed
before entry into the ATZ. The FISO will pass appropriate traffic information to assist
the pilot in making a safe transit clear of aircuit traffic.

2.22.5 Normal circuit direction is Right Hand for runways 27L, 27R, 20 and 14. Runways 09L,
09R, 02 and 32 are Left Hand. Variations on this are permitted for training, weather
or operational requirements providing that the FISO is informed.

2.22.6  When making nofstandard circuits, Left/Right base reports should be made.

2.22.7 Pilots should maintain a gooddkout for other traffic. This is particularly important
in the Aerodrome Traffic Zone or in and approaching the circuit.

2.22.8 The Duty FISO will advise known traffic information when appropriate, and when
aircraft report downwind, will advise the number of aaft known ahead in the
circuit. It remains the responsibility of the pilot to position acordingly with other
traffic as the FISO is not permitted to determine the landing order.

2.22.9 A good lookout must be carried out commencing any turn in the circuit. Tiag fi

2.22.10 Pilots of high wing aircraft must raise the wing in the direction of the intended turn
prior to turning in order to properly inspect that area.

2.23 Local Area Warnings

2.23.1 Paramotors operate nomadio from a site approximately 2.5nm West of the airfield
during daylight hours.

2.23.2 Model Aircraft Flying takes place from a site approximately 2.5nm WNW of the
airfield during daylight hours.
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2.24  Aircraft Types and pgormance

2.24.1 Pilots should be aware that diverse range dixed wingaircraft types may operate
at the same time within the circuifAircraftmay thereforefly a range of differing
speeds and approach profilesthin the circuit. For exampl@ilots shouldbe aware
that recent 3axis lightwell K i WY $QG N R feiaFeaifly a relatively fast
downwind at around 100knots, may slow on final to less then 50knots.

2.24.2 Gyrocopters may operate from the airfield. If operationally capable, gyrocopters
should corfiorm to the standard circuit flown by fixed wing aircraft. Any alternative
method of operating must be agreed with the Duty FISO prior to the flight.

2.25  Orbits within the circuit

2.25.1 Orbits by any aircraft type should not be completed within the circuit pattern.

2.26  Standard g@proaches

2.26.1 Approaches to runways must not be continued below 200ft aal if:

a) The approach ahead or runway is occupied or obstructed by aircraft, vehicles or
personnel.
b) The pilot in command feels that@rapproach or landing is becoming unsafe.

2.27  Approach and Landing Training

2.27.1 For training purposes, low approaches below 200ft aal may be conducted when the
approach ahead and runway are not occupied or obstructed by aircraft vehicles or
personnel.

2.27.2 The intention to make a low approach (and go around) or touch and go should be
reported as part of the downwind call. The FISO will endeavour to state when the
runway is occupied or there are aircraft ahead to utilise the runway.

2.27.3 Following a low approach or touch agd, provided the immediate climbout is not
occupied climb straight ahead to 500ft following the standard circuit pattern. Please
do not turn crosswind before the upwind end of the runway has been passed. Prior
to turning crosswind check for rotary wing tfi@ which has departed into the
helicopter circuit (500ft aal).

Go-Around Procedure

To initatea GeAround from a standard approacmanoeuvre the aircraft to the
deadside of the runway, climbing parallel to the runway in use climbing to circuit
height (100ft aal) before turning crosswind.

a) Exercise caution when low flying in theagyound over aircraft on the ground,
inclouding helicopters air taxying, ground obstacles, personnel and vehicles.

b) Ensure aircraft ahead are kept in sight.

¢) Do notmanceuvre onto the live side as this may conflict with helicopter
operations.

d) Do not climb initially above 500ft aal until you have passed the upwind end of the
runway in use, which ensures maximum seperation between you and the aircraft
joining overhead,lying crosswind at circuit heigit000ft aal)

As part of our noise abatement and bird avoidance proceduoes;low, or fast
intentional go-arounds / fly-bys along the runway must not be carried ouBe
aware that there are Herons regularly flyiagross the arodromeat heights
between 100 and 500 feet and any collision could be extremely dangerous.

Pilots having to garound because of runway occupation must not fly low over
landing aircraft.

Precautionary Circuits

Precautionary circuits may lmnducted at 500faalfor training purposes, providing
that the FISO has been informed priorpositioning the aircraft or prioto the
aircraft departure.

Where complexity of traffic conditions such that safe integration of precautionary
circuits maynot be possible, the Duty FISO may withdraw the availability of this
procedure.

An instructormustbe on board during the procedurBue consideration must be

given of other circuit traffic, allowing priority where possible to aircraft established in
the gandard circuit, subject to the provisions of the Air Navigation Order (Right of
way).

The illumination of landing lights (where available), is mandatory whist conducting
this procedure.

Pilots conducting precauti@ry circuits must be aware of other ciittraffic, both
within the fixed wing circuit (1000#al) and also the helicopter circuit (50Gfal).
The FISO will endeavour passappropriate traffic information.

Precautional circuits may be flown either left or right hand, with exception of rynwa
14 which is right hand only, and runway 32 which is left hand only.

2.29.9 Forced landings may be conducted overhead the Airfield as long as the FISO has been
informed prior toinitial positioning fo and prior tocommencement of the
manoeuvre.

2.29.10 Where complexity of traffic conditions such that safe integratiopraictice forced
landingsmay not be possible, the Duty FISO may withdraw the availability of this
procedure.

2.29.11 An instructor should be on boarduring the procedureDue consideration must be
given of other circuit traffic, allowing priority where possible to aircraft established in
the standard circuit, subject to the provisions of the Air Navigation Order (Right of
way).

2.29.12 The illumination of tlke landing lights(whereavailablg, is mandatory whilst
practising forced landings overhead the airfield.

2.30  After Landing Action

2.30.1 Unless otherwise instructed by the FISO or if the pilot considers that he will endanger
the safety of his aircraft, after landjnaircraft should vacate the runways as follows:

09L / 09R; Vacate Right

32¢ Vacate left if able via runway 20, or if returning for departure, vacate right via 02
or at the end.

Manchester Police Air Support Unit and Approved Commercial Helicopter

2.36  Noise Abatement and Local antioise Regulations

2.36.1 Pilots are to avoid, where possible, flying lower then necessary directly over the farm
buildings on the climbout from Runway 27R.

2.37.1 Aerobatics are nohormallypermitted within the ATZ, unlegge-approved byCity
Airport Ltd.

2.38  Aerobatics flights away from thé\ir Traffic Zone

2.38.1 Whilst it is recognised that th&irport Management cannot stipulate when or where
pilots practise aerobatics, it must be appreciated that some members of the public
find constant and repetitious flights over the same area very annofigtsare
therefore asked to protect the good reputatioof the aerodrome and spread their
practice sessions around geographically to reduce the sound impact.

2.38.2 Weekend avoidance afmall villages would also assist maintgood linkswithin
local communities.

2.38.3 Complaints, from members of the public, must be d&ath by the pilot flying the
aircraft once it is established beyond any doubt that it is their aircraft that has
created the complaint.
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2.38.4 If more than three complaints are recorded about one aircraft and it is found that the
pilot of that aircraft has ign@d the rules above. That pilot will be asked to report to
City AirportLtdin writing the reasons for their actions.

2.38.5 Note

All phonein noise / nuisance complaints are logged and the Control Tower Reception
staff will try to obtain the name, address atelephone number of the person
contacting reception so that the aircraft owner can establish contact.

2.39 RekFuelling Procedures

2.39.1 There are 3 main fuelling areas designatethat Airport Normal Avgas fuelling will
take place at the fuel pumps adjacent to tRemberton Hangar. For microlights and
other self refuelling aircraft, a fuelling zone is designated and marked on the main
apron in front of the Pemberton Hangar. AVTUR refuelling takes place from the
AVTUR Bund Tank.

2.39.2 At certain times, a mobile AVGAS fhelvser may be used. Information regarding
use of this will be available from the Duty FISO.

2.39.3 Fuelling must only take place withion the designated fuel zones, or from the mobile
bowser when in use.

2.39.4 The following rulesind procedurespply when refuelling:
2.39.5 Self Fuelling Zone

This designated area is for the use of those pilots who require to self refuel using
MOGASN accordance with airworthiness notice No 98B smoking, mobile
telephones or other sources of ignition are allowed in this area.

2.42 Use of RTF
2.42.1 Standard phraseology in accordance with CAA CAP 413 should be used at all times.

2.43  Action in the event of RTF Failure

2.43.1 Inthe even of RTF failure whilst flying within the circuit, pilots should continue flying
a standard circuit to a full stop landing. A look out should be made for light signals
from the Control Tower. Blind RTF position reports should be made.

2.43.2 Inthe event of an RAfailure whilst flying away from the circuit but returningthe
Airport, pilots should select 7600 on the transponder and make an overhead join at
1800ft Barton QFE. SelectionTafinsponder Squawk600 will ensure the FISO is
aware of your aircraft retrn. Join the circuit as standard, checking the signals square
and look out for light signals from the Control Tower. Blind RTF position reports
should be made.

The Duty FISO will then make efforts to assist in establishing your location.

Actions in the event of an Emergency

Should an emergency occur during flight, the fpdloould inform the Duty FISO at the
earliest opportunity. This will allow the FISO to give priority and assistance as
necessary.

On receiving an emergency or distress call from another aircraft, once the FISO has
acknowledged the call, pilots are advigednaintain radio silence unless otherwise
advised or when able to offer assistance.

Wake Turbulence

The combined operation of aircraft, helicopter and microlights means that
consideration to spacing and the use of power during ground operations requires
consideration.

Responsibility for seperation for wake turbulance rests with the Pilot in Command.

When taxying behind other aircraft always be aware of the prop wash. This is
particularly important as the aircraft moves from a stationary position or when an
aircraft is carrying out power checks.

Windshear

Windshear and Turbulance can be expected on approaches to all runways. In
particular, conditions may be more prominent during the following conditions:

a) Runway 27L/27R Approach and 09L/09R Climbadtitional
turbulance/windshear during strong winds (any direction) and/or high temperatures.

b) Runway 20 approachAdditional turbulance/windshear particularly during
southeast to South winds.

¢) Runway 32 ApproactAdditional turbulance/windshear durghstrong winds (any
direction) and when crossing Dual Carraigeway (A57) prior to the threshold.

d) Runway 02 ApproactAdditional turbulance/windshear particularly when
crossing Dual Carraigeway (A57) prior to the threshold.

Bird Hazard

The risk of birdtrikes atthe Airportincreases during periods of wet weather or
during periods of reseeding.

Be aware that there are Herons regularly flying across the aerodrome at heights
between 100 and 500 feet.

It is mandatory for all bird strikes to be reportethe pilot must inform the Duty FISO
who will complete a Bird Strike Occurance Report (Form CA1282)
